COVID-19 VISITING PROCEDURES

FPC Canaan

FPC Canaan will resume social visiting on Friday, October 9, 2020. The following procedures and
guidelines will be followed and there will be no exceptions to this schedule. Inmates housed at the Camp
will visit on Friday/Monday from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m., 10:30a.m. to 12:30 p.m. & 1:00 p.m. to 3:00
p.m. and on Saturday/Sunday from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. A total of six (6)
inmates may visit during these times with one visitor each.

USP Canaan

Inmates housed in the United States Penitentiary (USP) will begin visitation on Friday, October 16, 2020.
Friday/Monday from 8:00 a.m. to 10:00 a.m., 10:30 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. & 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. and on
Saturday/Sunday from 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. A total of fourteen (14)
inmates may visit during these times with one visitor each. Visiting will be scheduled through Unit Team
with the allotted time slot and day. Inmates assigned to the Special Housing Unit will be scheduled by
the Captain’s Office and will take place in the designated non-contact visiting areas within the visiting
room. Inmates housed in Quarantine or Isolation Units will not be allowed to visit. On holidays,
visitation will follow the Saturday/Sunday schedule.

e Every effort will be made to allow an equitable rotation to provide each housing unit the same
number of visiting hours, as well as availability to visit on weekend and weekdays.

All visits must be pre-scheduled through the inmate’s Unit Counselor no later than one week
prior to the visiting date.

A maximum of fourteen (14) inmates (USP) and (6) inmates (FPC) are allowed to visit at one
time.

All visitors will be processed at the main facility (USP).

CDC guidelines will be utilized for screening inmate visitors.

All visitors must wear a CDC-approved face covering (Surgical Mask, N95, or double layer cloth
mask). This mask must be worn at all times, except upon exiting, when visitors will be asked to
briefly raise their masks for identification purposes. :

There will be no photos taken due to the inability to socially distance.

Food and beverages will not be available for purchase.

Visitation will be completely non-contact.

There will be no embrace or kiss at the beginning or end of the visit.

Inmates and visitors will maintain social distancing of at least six (6) feet at all times.
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
