The on-site visit for the Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) compliance audit of the Federal
Correctional Institution (FCI) Otisville, located in Otisville, New York, (NY) was conducted
February 13 through February 15, 2018 by Nakamoto Group Inc. certified PREA auditor James
L. Roland, Jr. Upon arrival at the facility, an in-briefing meeting was held with the Warden,
Associate Warden of Operations and Associate Warden of Programs/Facility PREA
Compliance Manager (PCM), Captain, several department heads, a Management Analyst from
the BOP Central Office, an American Correctional Association (ACA) Auditor and a
representative from the Bureau of Prisons (BOP) Program Review Division.

The facility houses minimum/low/medium custody inmates. The facility has a design capacity
of 1140 and a current inmate population of 729. The facility has four housing units, grouped in
a semicircle, inside the main facility, a Special Housing Unit (SHU), a Protective Custody Unit
PCU, and a small Satellite Prison Camp (SPC). At the time of this audit, one of the housing
units inside the main facility was closed due the low population. Inmates are housed dormitory
style at the Satellite Prison Camp. The inmate age range is 20-86 with an average daily
population of 800 at the FCI and 80 at the SPC. This facility only houses male inmates.

The on-site visit for the Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) compliance audit of the Federal
Correctional Institution (FCI) Otisville, located in Otisville, New York, (NY) was conducted
February 13 through February 15, 2018 by Nakamoto Group Inc. certified PREA auditor James
L. Roland, Jr. Upon arrival at the facility, an in-briefing meeting was held with the Warden,
Associate Warden of Operations and Associate Warden of Programs/Facility PREA
Compliance Manager (PCM), Captain, several department heads, a Management Analyst from
the BOP Central Office, an American Correctional Association (ACA) Auditor and a
representative from the Bureau of Prisons (BOP) Program Review Division.

The standards used for this audit became effective August 20, 2012. This auditor discussed
the information contained in the Pre-Audit Questionnaire with the facility PREA Compliance
Manager and the Chief of Psychology Services. The National PREA Coordinator and National
PREA Contract Administrator for the BOP were previously interviewed telephonically. As part
of the audit, a review of all agency and local facility PREA policies was conducted, as well as a
tour of the facility. A total of 30 inmates were interviewed, to include one disabled inmate, one
Limited English Proficiency (LEP) inmate, two self-disclosed transgender inmates, one self-
disclosed intersex inmate, one self-disclosed gay inmate and one inmate with limited cognitive



ability. There were no inmates in segregation housed for High Risk of Sexual Victimization, no
inmates who reported sexual abuse and no inmates who reported sexual victimization during
risk screening. One inmate refused to be interviewed (another self-disclosed gay inmate) and
was replaced with another random selection. During the auditing period, there were seven
reported allegations of sexual abuse and sexual harassment. Of the seven cases reported, five
were found to be unsubstantiated and two were determined to be unfounded. All seven cases
were inmate-on-inmate allegations. A total of 25 staff were interviewed, to include fifteen
correctional officers (from all three shifts), five administrative staff, one contract medical
employee and four specialized staff members. The administrative staff interviewed included
the Warden, Associate Warden, Human Resource Manager (HRM), Captain, Chief of
Psychology Services and the Health Services Administrator. Audit notice postings with the
PREA auditors’ contact information were visible in the housing units and throughout the
institution. The auditor did receive correspondence from one inmate. The inmate was
interviewed by the auditor and his concerns were communicated to the Associate
Warden/PCM. FCI Otisville is accredited by the American Correctional Association.

Facility Characteristics

The Federal Correctional Institution- Otisville, New York, is a medium security level facility
housing adult male offenders. Adjacent to the FCI is the SPC which houses minimum security
level adult male offenders. The institution is located in northeastern Orange County, New York,
in an area commonly referred to as the tri-state area of New York, New Jersey, and
Pennsylvania. In November 2014, FCI Otisville initiated a one-of-a-kind Transitional Inmate
(T1) Program. This program is for debriefed gang members and designed to assist the inmates
with immediate direction for programming, communication, work availability and integration into
a “non-gang” lifestyle, both in prison and upon release. Participants are assigned to the
Transitional Housing Unit (THU) upon arrival and greeted by specifically trained mentors that
assist them with avoiding former gang survival instincts, while adjusting to general population.
Tl inmates are assigned to the THU upon arrival for a period of 120 days. After participants
complete the 120-day program, they will graduate and be integrated into the general
population. FCI Otisville was first accredited by the American Correctional Association in 1983,
and remains accredited, with the last re-accreditation being in January 2016. The facility has
four housing units inside the main facility, a Special Housing Unit (SHU), a Protective Custody
Unit, and a small Satellite Camp. The FCI has numerous administrative support operations, to
include food service, education, laundry services, commissary, grounds maintenance,
recreation and religious services. At the time of this audit one of the housing units was closed
due to the low population. Approximately two years ago, the facility underwent a mission



change which essentially removed all active prison gang members from the institution. This
created a prison environment in which former gang members could be housed safely.

Summary of Audit Findings

When the onsite audit was completed, an exit briefing was held to discuss the audit findings.
This briefing was held in the administrative conference room with the Warden, the Associate
Warden of Programs/PCM and the Associate Warden of Operations, the Executive Assistant/
Camp Administrator, Unit Manager, Chief of Psychology Services, the Associate Warden's
Secretary, a Management Analyst from the Bureau of Prisons Central Office and a
representative from the Bureau of Prisons Program Review Division. The auditor was provided
with extensive and lengthy files prior to the audit for review to support a conclusion of
compliance with the Prison Rape Elimination Act. There are adequate limits to cross gender
viewing and searches. The facility has adaptive measures in place to ensure disabled and LEP
inmates can participate in or benefit from all aspects of the PREA process. Hiring and
promotion practices are consistent with sexual abuse safety measures. The facility has
appropriate medical and victim advocacy networks in place and available, if needed. PREA
education and training is documented and interviewed inmates acknowledged the admissions
screening process involved being questioned about any history of sexual abuse or
victimization and whether they would like to identify a sexual preference. Intake, classification
assessments and medical/mental health processes are efficient and seamless in addressing
referrals based on victimization or abusiveness screening data. Related documentation is
organized and stored in information systems available on a need-to-know basis. Available
reporting mechanisms are conveyed in a conspicuous manner and inmates and staff members
are aware of all reporting methods available to them. Systems are in place for coordinated
responses of incidents of sexual abuse, if needed. The facility also has sufficiently trained
personnel who conduct administrative investigations. The Special Investigative Services Unit
(SIS) conducts administrative investigations. The Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) and the
Office of the Inspector General (OIG) conduct criminal investigations. Employees at the facility
were found to be extremely courteous, cooperative and professional. All areas of the facility
were found to be clean and well maintained. At the conclusion to the audit, the auditor
thanked the FCI Otisville Staff for their hard work and dedication to the PREA process. Staff
indicated adequate training in all aspects of the PREA, particularly first responder duties or
actions to be taken, in the event of a report of a sexual abuse related incident.

Agency policy requires each facility to review the staffing plans on an annual basis. Interviews
with the Warden and executive staff revealed compliance with the PREA and that other safety
and security issues are always a primary focus when they consider and review their respective
staffing plans. In addition to the quarterly workforce utilization meeting, the Warden meets
weekly with his executive staff, including the Business Manager, Captain, Special Investigative
Supervisor (SIS) and the Human Resource Manager (HRM) to address staffing issues as they
relate to the PREA. Quarterly workforce utilization minutes are on file. The facility has been
provided with all necessary resources to support the programs and procedures to ensure
compliance with agency and local PREA standards. The audit included an examination of all
video monitoring systems, inmate access to telephones and the Trust Fund Limited Inmate
Computer System (TRULINCS) e-mail system, staff interviews and rosters. Supervisory and
Administrative staff members routinely make unannounced rounds covering all shifts and these
rounds are documented. Interviews with staff confirmed unannounced rounds to all areas of
the facility are conducted on a weekly basis, with no warning to employees. FCI Otisville is a
medium/minimum security facility with video cameras visible throughout the facility. The facility
does utilize conclave mirrors to supplement security in areas where there are numerous
corners or potential blind spots. Staff supervision was also increased in those specific areas to
enhance inmate security.

Staff indicated they received cross-
gender pat search training during initial and annual training. The auditor observed that each
unit has individual shower stalls for privacy while showering. The facility has implemented a
policy that all staff working the unit will announce themselves prior to walking the range to
allow inmates the opportunity to prepare themselves from a privacy perspective. The majority
of the inmates interviewed acknowledged they are allowed to shower, dress and use the toilet
privately, without being viewed by staff of the opposite gender. Staff, along with the majority of
the inmates interviewed, indicated that employees of the opposite gender announce their
presence before entering a housing unit. The possibility of opposite gender staff entering the
housing units is also announced over the speaker system at the beginning of each shift.
Additionally, the auditor observed written notifications that opposite gender staff routinely come
into the units posted within the common area of the housing units. The postings were written in
both English and Spanish. Staff members were well aware of the policy prohibiting the search
of a transgender or intersex inmate for the sole purpose of determining the inmate's genital
status. During the past 12 months, there were no exigent circumstances that required cross-
gender viewing of an inmate by a staff member at the facility.

The SIS, the Office of Internal Affairs (OIA),
the FBI and the OIG conduct all investigations. The SIS was interviewed and proved to be very
knowledgeable concerning the protocol for conducting investigations dealing with sexual
abuse/sexual harassment. There are 253 agency investigators and one trained investigator at
the FCI. The FBI conducts the criminal investigations for the institution. The BOP/FBI MOU,
dated August 1996, delineates each agency's responsibilities relative to an incident involving a
criminal act. There were seven allegations of sexual abuse and sexual harassment during the
auditing period. Seven investigations were initiated and seven were completed. Of the seven
completed investigations, all were completed in accordance with the PREA standards and
agency policy. The documentation related to the investigations was located in the SIS file and
was reviewed by the auditor. The facility utilizes a PREA Compliance Manager Information
Tracking Log to ensure all required steps of the investigation are completed and are timely.
The tracking form is maintained by the SIS. The information tracked includes the date of the
allegation, name of the victim/perpetrator, SHU placement/reviews, initial two-day after-action
review, full protocol, investigation outcome/date, date inmate notified of outcome and
retaliation monitoring. A review of training documents confirmed that all investigators received
instruction in conducting sexual assault investigations in confined spaces/prisons. Interviews
with staff, the investigator and an examination of support documentation confirm compliance
with this standard.

All staff members interviewed
were extremely knowledgeable concerning their first responder duties and responsibilities
upon learning of an allegation of sexual abuse/sexual harassment. Staff indicated they would
separate the inmates, secure the scene, not allow inmates to destroy any evidence and
contact the operations supervisor and medical staff. All staff carry a laminated first responder
card with them at all times. This card lists all the steps necessary for a first responder to take in
the event of a PREA related incident. In the past 12 months, there were no allegations that an
inmate was sexually abused and a first responder was required to separate the victim and the
abuser.
